Even when just rehearsing at home, Ailsa would always give a 'performance'. When I found some of these home recordings, I was moved by the quality of the singing and I felt these recordings had to be shared.

Old Love is a song I wrote for Ailsa to sing and we recorded it roughly at home, a recording which formed part of my 'speech' for Hannah's wedding in 2014. Here it has been tidied and enhanced at Orchard Studios with Dan adding percussion, me adding a proper bass and keyboard part.

Sumer Is A-Cumin In was recorded on a simple Zoom recorder in the living room so that a friend could practise adding another voice to the round.

Lemady (Trad.) and Witch Elder (Dewhurst / Collins) were both recorded at home as a guide for another singer when we had to drop out of Moulton Drama Group's production of Lark Rise (after my heart attack!).
Somewhere Over The Rainbow (Harold Arlen / Yip Harburg) was simply a rehearsal take.
Somewhere Along The Road is a live recording from our guest night at Northwich Folk Club in November 2013. This song, written by Rick Kemp, formerly of Steeleye Span, was a favourite of Ailsa's.
These few examples can now be added to Ailsa's  other recordings as a wonderful reminder of that special voice. I hope you enjoy them.    John xx
